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Theme Statements:
· Message or lesson about life
· Universal
· Conveyed thru character/subject actions and/or dialogue

Examples:

Often times in life, we fail to recognize the impact we have on others’ lives until it’s too late.  

We’re so busy living our own lives and managing our own responsibilities and ambitions that we often take others for granted.

While many aspire to amass as much material worth as possible during their lives, the richest people realize it’s the relationships with loved ones that matter most.   

Student examples:

· You can have such a big impact on people around you by doing the things you love.
· Sometimes the right decision isn’t always what you want to do but what you have to do.
· Materials are the worst things to love the most.
· Family and loved ones are more important than money.  
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
